Marton’s Governing Body consists of representatives from parents, staff, Local Educational Authority members and the community. They meet several times throughout each term as committees to discuss matters relating to buildings, health and safety, staffing, finance and the curriculum. The full Governing Body meets at least once a term to ratify decisions and to discuss the Headteacher’s report which covers all aspects of the school’s activities.
